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MISS RULE Revised June 2012
1. If the striker has a clear shot in a straight line at any ball on, or part of any ball on, and fails to make contact with the first impact of the cue ball with any ball on, a MISS shall be called.

2. If the striker can see and hit any ball on FULL BALL in a straight line and plays a MISS on three successive occasions from the same position of the cue ball the frame shall be awarded to his opponent.  When considering such a step the referee MUST advise the striker after TWO misses of the consequences of missing for the third occasion.

3. A ‘miss’ should not be called if a player is snookered, unless the referee believes the striker has made no attempt to hit the ball on.

4. After a MISS, only the cue ball will be replaced unless the referee considers that the offending player has gained an advantage.

5. After a MISS, when the referee is replacing the cue ball both players will be consulted as to its position, at this point the referee’s decision will be final.  Under no circumstances whatsoever must either player touch the cue ball.

6.
Where the difference in scores is equivalent to the points remaining on the table after a foul stroke, a MISS will no longer be called.

Remember folks our referees are not professionals, just average like you and I. If they make a call, rightly or wrongly it’s a personal decision. I’m sure we’ve all had bad decisions against us in the past and no doubt will have in the future. (Just smile and carry on).
